Apply basic editing techniques and transitions for polished podcasts.

This intensive five-day course is designed for individuals eager to embark on a podcasting
journey. Participants will explore the fundamental elements of audio storytelling, from
conceptualisation to production. Through hands-on activities and real-world examples,
learners will gain practical skills and insights into the world of podcasting.

Aim:
Develop a clear concept and plan for your podcast.
Learner Outcomes:
e Define your podcast's niche and unique selling points.
e (reate a compelling podcast concept and outline.
e Understand the importance of audience research and target demographics.

Day 3: Offsite Practical Task - Field Recording

Aim:

Apply recording and equipment essentials in a real-world scenario.

Learner Outcomes:
e (Conduct on-location field recordings.
e Demonstrate effective use of recording equipment in different environments.
e C(ollaborate with team members to gather audio content.

Day 4: Editing and Production Techniques
Aim:
Equip participants with basic editing skills for polished podcasts.
Learner Outcomes:
e Understand podcast editing software.
e Learn basic editing techniques and transitions.
e Practice editing using the recorded content from the offsite task.

Day 5: Launch and Promotion
Aim:
Prepare participants for a successful podcast launch and ongoing promaotion.
Learner Outcomes:
e Understand podcast hosting and distribution platforms.
e (reate a launch strategy and promotional plan.
e Explore social media and marketing techniques for podcast promotion.

Assessment:
Participants will be evaluated through a combination of a final podcast project, participation
in hands-on activities, and a brief written reflection on the learning experience.
